Students are therefore encouraged to contact the Center 
for International Education Abroad to get the latest infor-
mation on Truman study abroad programs. The Center 
will also provide information regarding how study abroad 
program credits can be applied to the core curriculum 
requirement, the foreign language requirement, or in some 
cases the major requirement. Since it takes a long time to 
plan and to finance a study abroad experience, students 
are strongly encouraged to find out about these exciting 
opportunities early, perhaps in their Freshman year. The 
Center for International Education Abroad is located in 
Kirk Building 120, telephone 785-4076. 

EXCHANGE PROGRAMS 
These programs are the most affordable of all study abroad 
programs; however, they are generally highly selective, 
often with very specific requirements, and taught in the 
language of the country at a local accredited institution of 
higher education.

The cost to the 
student is the cost of his/her tuition at Truman State plus 
room and board in the host country and transportation to 
and from the host country.

Students with advanced fluency also have the option of 
taking regular classes as direct enrollment. 

Australia 
AustraLearn (Sponsored by the U.S. Center for Australian 
Universities) 
This consortium offers a choice of 15 sponsoring 
Universities from which to choose programs. All courses are 
open to students provided they meet the prerequisite for the 
courses. These Universities have Colleges of Architecture, 
Art and Design, Arts and Social Science, Economics and 
Commerce, Education, Engineering, Law, Medicine and 
Health Sciences, Music, Nursing, Science, Mathematics, and 
Humanities. Australian Studies are also available. 

Bond University (Sponsored through Truman State 
University and the College Consortium of International 
Studies), Macquarie University, Sydney. 

A semester or year-long program at one of the two private 
universities in Australia. Students take two to three courses 
in humanities, history, Australian studies, computer sci-
ence, law, and business. 

C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
University of Newcastle, Callaghan, Macquarie University, 
Sydney. Students may study for a semester or a year taking 
classes taught in English. 

Austria

focused on European civilization and contemporary issues, 
along with language competency. Several areas of concen-
tration are offered, including European Studies, 
Communications, International Business, Studio Art and 
Photography, and Music Performance.

University of São Paulo, São Paulo. This program offers 
required courses in the Portuguese language and Brazilian 
Studies, as well as other regular courses offered at the 

University of São Paulo. Because all courses are taught in 
Portuguese, students are required to have two years of col-
lege-level Spanish or Portuguese or one year of both. 
Academic year students have the option of spending the 
spring semester at the Universidade Federal de Bahia in 
Salvador. 

Bulgaria 
C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
University of Veliko Turnovo, Veliko Turnovo. The academ-
ic program provides an immmersion in Bulgarian culture 
and language, as well as the opportunity to gain hands-on 
experience as an English instructor. Students take couses 
in Bulgarian culture and language, and also take part in a 
work/study program which allows students to earn 12 
credit hours. Students receive a salary for their work which 
is the equivalent of a middle-range salary for full-time fac-
ulty member in Bulgaria. 

C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International

American University in Bulgaria, Blagoevgrad.  Academic 
disciplines include American Studies, Anthropology, 
Business, Computer Science, Dance, Drama, Economics, 
English, Music, History, Journalism, Communications, 
Mathematics, Modern Languages, Philosophy, Political 
Science, Natural Science, Southeast European Studies, and 
Sociology. Classes taught in English. 

Canada 
C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International

the Unifersité du Québec à Chicoutimi, Saguenay-Lac-St-
Jean. French language study at all levels. Courses at each 
level analyze the French language from the perspective of 
syntax, phonetics, and communicative competence. 
Courses such as Language and Civilization and Québec 
Culture are also offered. Students will live with French-
speaking families.

C.I.E.E. (Council on International Educational Exchange) 
Universidad de Chile and Pontíficia Universidad Católica 
de Chile, Santiago. Students select courses in biology, 
chemistry, computer programming, ecological science, 
forestry technology, mathematics, and physics, as well as a 
two-week Chilean language and culture course. Because all 
courses are taught in Spanish, a minimum of three years of 
college-level Spanish is required.

This program offers 12-15 
hours of study in the Far East. English courses are avail-
able in Chinese culture, history, and geography in addition 
to courses taught in all levels of Mandarin Chinese.

Beijing Foreign Studies University, Beijing. Chinese lan-
guage intensive study up to 18 hours per week. School of 
international business offers upper-level business courses 
taught in English.

1. Centro Lingüístico CONVERSA, Santa Ana, San José. 

Academic program centered on Spanish language. No 
previous study or knowledge of Spanish required as stu-
dents are given placement tests and put in appropriate 
level of study. The program is offered in 4-week cycles 
and class size is no more than 4 students each. 

2. Universidad Veritas, San José. Spanish language study, 
offered at all levels, offered in 4-week cycles. Semester 
courses that are taught in English may be offered in Arts 
and Humanities, Environment and Society, Introduction 
to Ecology, and Introduction to International Business. 
Includes excursions to museums and other cultural and 
historical sites as part of the program. 

Cyprus 
C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
Frederick Polytechnic University, Nicosia. Primarily 
designed for students of technology or business studies at 
the sophomore level and above. Others interested in 
regional studies of the Eastern Mediterranean and/or the 
cultural, political, and social interchange between Europe 
and the Mideast will find rich study opportunities avail-
able. Greek language classes are also offered. English is the 
language of instruction. 

Czech Republic 
C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
Anglo-American University, Prague. Liberal Arts courses in 
business, humanities, and legal studies. Taught in English 
by Czech and international faculty. 

Dominican Republic 
C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
Pontificia Universidad Càtolica Madre y Maestra, Santo 
Domingo. The languages of instruction are English and 
Spanish. The program provides an opportunity to study 
the Spanish language, offers culture classes and intern-
ships. 

Ecuador 
C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
1. Universidad Càtolica de Santiago de Guayaquil, 

Guayaquil. The principal language of instruction is 
Spanish although cultural courses on Latin America are 
taught in English. The purpose of the program is to 
enable students to develop Spanish language skills in an 
intensive format, and to learn, first hand, about issues 
and trends in Latin America. Advanced students of 
Spanish can take regular courses in journalism, law, edu-
cation, engineering, etc. Another program places an 
emphasis on history, literature, and area studies of Latin 
America, and is offered in Spanish. Laica University also 
offers an intensive Spanish program for Truman stu-
dents. Our students can fulfill the foreign language 
requirement for the Bachelor of Arts degree in one 
semester. 

2. Universidad San Francisco de Quito, Quito. Offers a 
wide array of courses taught in Spanish according to 

proficiency level. Intensive language courses in Spanish 
are also available. 

England, London 
Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
1. Missouri/London Program at Imperial College, London. 

A program offering a variety of subjects including eco-
nomics, history, political science, philosophy, manage-
ment, and a required course in British life and culture. 
Regular excursions are scheduled throughout the British 
Isles and continental Europe. 

2. Truman State University internship program in London. 
Internships available in business, journalism, and gov-
ernment. The program is run in conjunction with the 
Missouri London Program at Imperial College in 
London. 

England, Kingston 
C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
1. Kingston University, Kingston.  All students take "British 

Culture and Society" and also three or four additional 
courses in the areas of Human Sciences, Science, 
Technology, Design, or Business.  All classes taught in 
English. 

2. Thames Valley University, London. The program pro-
vides an opportunity to experience the British educa-
tional system in an English college and to sample 
European culture in London and on the continent. The 
major academic areas covered are humanities, social sci-
ences, media studies, criminal justice, business adminis-
tration and management, and hotel keeping and cater-
ing. A second program offers hotel management, culi-
nary arts, and travel and tourism for sophomores, jun-
iors, and seniors. 

3. Edgehill College, Ormskirk, England. Located one-half 
hour from Liverpool. Edgehill College offers an excellent 
academic program in a rural setting. The college consists 
of five schools, management and social science, humani-
ties and arts, sciences and technology, teacher educa-
tion, and health studies. 

France 
Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
Catholic University of Angers, Angers. Intensive French 
language instruction is available for students at all levels of 
French study. In addition, all courses at the University are 
available to students who are fluent in French. Truman 
students can fulfill the foreign language requirement for 
the Bachelor of Arts degree in one semester at the Catholic 
University of Angers. 

C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
The Institute for American Universities sponsors programs 
in the following locations: 
1. Aix-en-Provence. The Institute for American Universities 

offers two programs in Aix-en-Provence. 
a) A program in French language, civilization, and litera-

ture is available and is designed for students fluent in 
French. Courses are available in language, art history, 
international relations, history, geography, psychology, 
philosophy, economics, government and politics, edu-
cation, European literature, international law, interna-
tional trade, and studio art. French and English are 
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the languages of instruction. 
b) Marchutz School of Drawing and Painting. Students 

can share experiences with professional artists and 
amateur painters in Paul Cezanne land. In addition to 
art classes, students may take courses in French and 
other disciplines. 

2. Institut Francais d’ Annecy et de Chambery, IFALPES. 
All students take written and oral placement tests and 
are placed in appropriate language classes focused on 
grammar, syntax, comprehension, written skills, and 
oral expression. Cultural activities in the form of work-
shops allow the students to practice French regularly. 
Excursions, visits, lectures, and sporting activities take 
place outside classroom hours. 

3. Avignon. Courses are offered specifically for French 
majors in history, philosophy, art history, government 
and politics, and contemporary French socio-economic 
problems. French is the language of instruction. 

C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
L’Institut pour les Affaires et la Gestion (IPAG), Nice. The 
academic program at IPAG is designed for students with a 
background or interest in business. French language and 
culture, Intercultural Management, Management 
Development, and European Economic Environment 
courses are offered as well as additional business courses. 

Germany 
Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
University of Munich, Munich. Junior Year in Germany 
Program. This German program offers a selection of cours-
es in language, literature, history, art history, natural sci-
ences, geography, sociology, theology, philosophy, linguis-
tics, music theory, speech, and political science for stu-
dents with a junior or senior status. All courses are taught 
in German, thus intermediate proficiency in German is 
required. The duration of the program is a year term only. 

C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
The Collegium Palatinum, Heidelberg. Eight-week intensive 
German language program. Direct foreign language 
methodology is combined with state-of-the-art audio visual 
equipment. 

Ghana 
Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University, University of Missouri-St. Louis, and Northwest 
Missouri State University) 
The University of Ghana, Legon. A semester program led 
by a faculty member from one of the sponsoring Missouri 
institutions. All courses will be taught by faculty members 
from The University of Ghana. Students will be housed in 
dorms at The University of Ghana. The emphasis of the 
program is on African studies, more specifically on West 
African cultures and languages. 

Greece 
C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
Anatolia College, Thessaloniki. This program offers intense 
language and culture instruction. Study topics include 
both modern and ancient Greece. Weekend excursions 
and home-stays with Greek families help students explore 
the cultural and social aspects of Greece. 

Hungary

The Institute where students live and study together 
attracts musically-gifted students from all over the world. 
The program is offered only in the fall. 

Ireland 
C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
1. University College Galway, Galway. The academic pro-

gram focuses on history, language, humanities, social 
science. Offerings in the sciences are available to 
Americans on a case-by-case basis. English is the lan-
guage of instruction. 

2. Maynooth College, Maynooth. Offers courses in the 
arts, sciences, philosophy, Celtic studies, and theology. 
Anthropology is given special emphasis at the College. 
English is the language of instruction. 

3. The University of Limerick, Limerick City. Concentrates 
on business and European and Irish studies. English is 
the language of instruction.

1. The American University of Rome, Rome. Offers pro-

They choose their remaining cours-
es from a selection taught in English in the areas of Korean 
Arts and Culture and Management in an Emerging Nation. 
Courses may include Language, Dance, Drama and 
Theatre, Music, Painting, Economy, Management, 
International Trade, East Asian Relations, and Korean 
Politics in International Perspectives. 
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Mexico

de Guadalajara (UAG). Seven levels of Spanish are offered, 
from beginning to advanced. Students with advanced 
Spanish knowledge may enroll directly in the Humanities 
and Social Sciences, Sciences and Technologies, and 
Health Sciences courses.

Studies) 
Al Akhawayn University, Ifrane. Classes are offered in the 
areas of history, social science, philosophy, fine arts, mathe-
matics, computer science, management, communication, 
engineering, natural and physical sciences, and Islamic civ-
ilization. Classes are taught in English.

Truman State University Program 
Center for Transatlantic Studies, Maastrict. Academic disci-
plines including Humanities and Social Sciences. Classes 
taught in English. 

New Zealand 
C.C.I.S. Program (College Consortium for International 
Studies) 
University of Waikato, Hamilton and University of 
Canterbury, Christchurch. Academic disciplines including 
the following areas. Waikato: Arts and Social Sciences, 
Computing and Mathematical Sciences, Education, Law, 
Maaori and Pacific Development, Waikato Management. 
Canterbury: Arts, Commerce, Education, Engineering, Fine 
Arts, Forestry, Law, Music, Science, Social Work, Speech 
and Language Therapy. Classes taught in English.

This year or semester long program offers volunteer intern-
ships in the field working with the university’s health sci-
ences program.

Missouri-London Program, London. This is a spring 
semester internship for Business majors or minors with a 
2.5 GPA. Courses in Business are offered in English.

various corporations in Cholet or other locations in 
France. Must participate in the Business program at the 
Ĺ Esiame during the fall semester. Language of instruc-
tion is French. 

A year-long pro-
gram teaching English as a second language. One senior 
French major will be selected by the French faculty. 

Germany 
Truman Program (Sponsored by Truman State University)

trade. Students must participate in the fall business pro-
gram at Fachhochschule Wiesbaden. Language of instruc-
tion is German.

A 
semester or year-long study abroad and internship experi-
ence for sophomores, juniors, and seniors with a 2.75 GPA. 
Study Areas include political science, economics, business, 
history, and Hungarian language. Internships in business, 
economics, journalism and sciences are available. No prior 
knowledge of Hungarian required. 

Indonesia

is a Field Studies program for fall or spring semesters for 
Juniors and Seniors with a 2.75 GPA. Academic Disciplines 
include Indonesian language, history and culture, anthro-
pology, development studies, arts, and literature. Minimum 
of one Asian studies course is required. Language of 
instruction is Indonesian and English. 

Russia

with a minimum 2.75 GPA. There are studies in Russian 
language & internships in business, banking, and journal-
ism. No prior knowledge of Russian required. 

Scotland

Studies). 
Students can participate in an internship experience while 
studying abroad. 

TRUMAN FACULTY-SPONSORED 
PROGRAMS 
The following programs must be approved on an annual 
basis and are offered if the instructor recruits the required 
number of students. 

Costa Rica 
Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
An 8-week program providing language and culture 
instruction taught by a Truman faculty member. Students 
participate in the culture by living with a family as well as 
taking excursions to various parts of the country. Spanish 
is the language of instruction. 

Europe 
Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
A 3-week program combining study and field trips related 
to the economic changes of the European Union, as well as 
cultural and historical aspects. Participants will have the 
opportunity to observe the current European transition 
through special field trips. Cultural aspects and historical 
sights of the countries will be observed. An appreciation 
and acceptance of cultural differences is a goal. 

Eygpt 
Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
This summer two-week course is a field study of the city 
of Cairo incorporating literary, historical, archaeological, 
and art in a historical examination of the city through 
readings, on site visits, and student writing. English is the 
language of instruction. 

Germany 
Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
A 3-week program centered on German Language, daily 
life and culture sites and events, including music, art, and 
theatre. Excursions to Potsdam and Leipzig are also a part 
of the course. To acclimate students to life in Berlin, there 
will be a home stay during the first week of the course. 
German is the language of instruction. 

Germany/Italy 
Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
This three-week course teaches how social, political, reli-
gious, and economic power is reflected in the art and 
architecture of Italy and Germany, and how recurring 
themes change over the millennia from the foundation of 
Republican Rome (c.a. 509 BC) through Nazi Germany. 
English is the language of instruction. 

Greece 
Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
This interim program teaches about the shift from pagan 
to Christian worldviews in Greek antiquity by examining 
several sites of the ancient and Byzantine Greek world, 
such as Athens, Delphi, and Corinth. English is the lan-
guage of instruction. 
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Ireland/France 
Truman State Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
A three-week course conducted on the west coast of 
Ireland and the Brittany coast of France that serves as a 
first course in marine biology. Also included are tours to 
natural, cultural and historical sites in both countries. 
Students will investigate the biology of rocky shores, mud-
flats, sandy beaches and the organisms of subtidal habi-
tats. The biological diversity of marine birds, mammals, 
fishes, and invertebrates will be studied. The trip will end 
in Paris for visits of French cultural sites. 

Middle East 
Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
The 4-week Mideast tour with a Truman faculty member 
provides students experience in archeological digs at 
Bethsaida along with travel in Egypt, Israel, Syria, and 
Turkey. English is the language of instruction. 

Norway 
Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
A 3-week program centered on environmental Science and 
Norwegian Culture. Students will be accompanied by a 
Truman faculty member. Requirements for the program are 
General Chemistry II or permission of the instructor. 
English is the language of instruction. 

Philippines 
Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
This 3-week course will be conducted in the Philippines 
and will focus on the nursing practice and baccalaureate 
nursing education in the Philippines. The areas of nursing 
practice that will be focused are Medical-Surgical, 
Pediatric, Obstetric and Community Health Nursing. 
Experiences will be based on the student’s areas of interest 
in the above mentioned areas. Nursing students will be 
integrated with Filipino nursing students in the clinical 
settings. The course will include clinical experiences. 
There will be tours of various health care facilities. Insight 
into the Philippine culture will be gained by visiting major 
historical sites, recreational facilities and participation in 
some of the cultural festivities. 

Spain 
Truman Program (Sponsored through Truman State 
University) 
A 6-week program providing language and culture instruc-
tion taught by a Truman State faculty member and the fac-
ulty at one of the best universities in Salamanca. Students 
are placed in courses according to proficiency level. 
Students participate in the culture by living with a family 
as well as taking weekend excursions to various parts of 
the country. There is also a two-week tour of Madrid, 
Barcelona, Seville, Córdoba, Granada, and Malaga. Spanish 
is the language of instruction. 
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
